SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Angela was cooperative, pleasant, and appropriate. She describes she is feeling much better. She is eating and sleeping good. She also described she cut down her doses of Seroquel instead of 150 mg, she is taking 100 mg at bedtime. She is busy in her own hobbies and feels much better. She described the medication has been working. She was alert and oriented tall Caucasian female. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no involuntary movement, attention symptoms, or period of restlessness. The patient appears to be motivated and having sufficient coping skills to deal with her reality and avoid the medication. She describes she knows that Klonopin 0.5 mg b.i.d is very important for her. Otherwise, she will lose control and she does not want to seek any more. The patient has a history of TIA due to that little bit problem on recall. Otherwise, she is doing all right.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder depressed symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue on Cymbalta 30 mg daily, Seroquel 100 mg at bedtime, Klonopin 0.5 mg b.i.d. A 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefit and side effect are explained. The patient is not using any drugs or alcohol.
