CHIEF COMPLAINT

Seizure disorder.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 75-year-old male, with chief complaint of seizure disorder.  Majority of the history is provided by the caregiver, Connie.  According to Connie, the patient has history of seizure disorder.  However, he has not had any seizure convulsion for the last 10 years.  He has been taking medications.  There is no significant side effect.  Denies any hemiparesis or hemibody sensory changes.  The patient has been taking carbamazepine for long time.  The patient is also taking Topamax.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
Seizure disorder.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY
History of falls.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS
1. Carbamazepine 200 mg one p.o t.i.d.

2. Topamax 25 mg two pills b.i.d.

3. Seroquel 100 mg one pill per night.

4. Pantoprazole.

5. Norvasc.

6. MOM.

ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is single with no children.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY

Unknown.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient is unable to provide the family history.

NEUROLOGIC EXAMINATION

MENTAL STATUS:  Awake and alert.  The patient is not able to be respond questions well.

DIAGNOSTIC TEST:

An EEG study was performed today.  The EEG study shows no epileptiform discharges.  There are no spike and wave activities. This showed mild background slowing. However, there is no epilepticus.  There are no seizure activities.

IMPRESSION
Seizure disorder.  Stable.  The patient has no seizure for the last 10 years according to Connie.  The patient has been taking medications carbamazepine and Topamax.  Connie also talked with the sister, who also agreed to continue the medication for seizures.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Continue the carbamazepine 200 mg one p.o t.i.d.

2. Topamax 25 mg two pills twice a day.

3. Seroquel 100 mg at night.

4. We will obtain comprehensive metabolic panel, CBC, and carbamazepine level every six months.

5. I will follow up with the patient in two months.
