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Dear Dr. Morsy:

I had the pleasure to see Dennis today for initial evaluation for vertigo.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 68-year-old male, with chief complaint of vertigo started about a month ago.  The patient tells me that he has certain sweating.  He begins having room-spinning sensation mostly at night.  The vertigo is specifically worse when he is trying to bend over at the garden.  It is also worse when he is playing golf and when he is up nd down.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are improving.  The patient also has physical therapy and vestibular therapy and they help his symptoms.  The patient also tells me that he had tremors in his hands.  It is worse on the left than the right.  The patient denies any hemiparesis or hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.  The patient had a CT scan that was done on 04/11/23.  It shows an old infarct, in the right frontal lobe.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
1. Diabetes.

2. High blood pressure.

1. Double bypass heart surgery in June 2020.

ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is married with two children.  The patient is in sales.  The patient drinks alcohol on a daily basis. The patient does not use illicit drugs.  The patient does not smoke.

FAMILY HISTORY

Mother had stroke and diabetes.  The patient’s sister also had a stroke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has vision problems, urinary urgency, frequency, joint pain, muscle pain and depression.

NEUROLOGIC EXAMINATION

The patient has minimal left hand tremors, mostly actions tremors.  There is no cogwheeling rigidity.  There are no resting tremors.  There is involuntary tremors.

GAIT: Exam is normal.

IMPRESSION
1. History of vertigo.  The patient likely suffering from benign positional vertigo.  His symptoms began a month ago.  It has been progressively improving.  His symptoms are mostly when he is bending over in his garden or when he is playing golf.  Most of the vertigo is associated with head movement.  I believe that he has sustained a benign positional vertigo.  There has been improvement since he is getting vestibular therapy, which helps him significantly.

2. History of silent stroke, found on CT scan, dated 04/11/23 and it shows focal right occipital lobe hypodensity consistent with an infarct.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. Recommend the patient continue to take his aspirin every day.  The patient is working with Dr. Saw for the aspirin treatment.

3. Also recommend the patient to continue get treatment for his high cholesterol.  Also, the patient is to continue treatment for blood pressure.  The blood pressure should be in the normal range.  The patient tells me that he is working with cardiologist, Dr. Saw
4. The patient is also having treatment for diabetes and high blood sugar.

5. I will also obtain a brain MRI, and also MRI of the neck to evaluate for carotid artery stenosis and also post stroke.

6. Explained the patient common signs and symptoms of acute stroke.  I explained the patient to go the nearest emergency room if he develops the symptoms.

7. The patient will follow with me after the MRI.
