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DOB:  
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  He tells me that in August 2003, in Iraq, he was doing a combat operation.  The patient tells me that he was sitting in the back of a truck.  Then, the truck had the large bump.  The truck was going up and down.  After the truck was going up, and fell down, he hit the back of the head.  The patient tells me that he was not wearing helmet.  He hit the back of the head.  He immediately had loss of consciousness.  He stated he was out of consciousness for a few minutes.  The patient tells me that when he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient does not remember what happened after that.  As a matter of fact, he had no memory for the next one hour.  The patient was told that he was confused and disoriented.  However, he does not remember what happened for one hour.  He did note that he has severe headache, confusion, and disorientation when he woke up.  In 2003, he had another episode of mortar attack.  The patient tells me that he was in the vehicle, he had a mortar attack.  He was near to base.  However, he did not lose consciousness.  He did swerve the head.  There is no loss of consciousness.

Since the event, the patient has daily headaches.  The patient becomes very confused when he has the headaches.  He has difficulty concentrating.  The patient has light sensitivity.  The patient has memory problems.  The patient also has significant depression symptoms.
The patient is currently working for a consulting management company. The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty to concentrate at work.  The patient tells me that he has decreased ability to solve problems.  The patient tells me that he has decreased ability to attend meetings because of his symptoms.  The patient tells me that his headaches are affecting his concentration.  His light sensitivity is also affecting him to work effectively.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In August 2003, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient was sitting in a truck.  The truck suddenly went up and down.  The patient tells me that as his truck went down, he hit the back of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  As a matter of fact, the patient had amnesia for the next one hour.  He does not remember what happened after that.  The patient woke up about an hour later.  The patient tells me that during the hour, the patient was told that he was confused and disoriented.  However, the patient has absolutely no memory of what happened for that one hour.  Since the event, the patient significant headache, light sensitivity, trouble concentrating, and memory problems.  It is my opinion that the head injury, amnesia symptoms, loss of consciousness, chronic headaches, light sensitivity and trouble concentrating are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
