TILLMAN, KENNETH
Mr. Tillman is a 77-year-old gentleman with history of congestive heart failure, currently on hospice with other diagnoses of atrial fibrillation, hypertension, congestive heart failure related to decreased EF. The patient also has had since last certification decrease in his mental condition. He is more short of breath, more confused, requires 4 L of oxygen at all times. He has a KPS score of 40%. The patient is not dyspneic with speaking which he was able to speak before. He suffers from severe weakness. He is dizzy all the time. No longer able to ambulate, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, becoming forgetful, does not recognize family members including his daughter whom he lives with Joy and who is his primary caregiver. No longer able to use a walker. KPS score has declined from 50% to 40%. He is also sleeping more about 16 to 18 hours a day. The patient has decreased appetite. He initially had lost 60 pounds in the past nine months, but now has lost another 4.5 to 5 pounds since last certification, hence remains hospice appropriate, expected to die in six months related to his advanced congestive heart failure and heart condition.
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
