Dear Doctors:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Wynn with stage IIIA-B chronic kidney disease, hypertension, paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and history of elevated calcium levels in the presence of elevated parathyroid hormone.  His last visit was November 3, 2025.  Since that time he saw the Mid Michigan endocrinology specialist on 04/29/26 they will be managing the surgical hypothyroidism.  He did have an elevated parathyroid hormone level July 2025 134.6 and the calcium level was 10.2, he had had higher calcium level so the previous dose of calcitriol was held due to the calcium level of 10.2 in March 2026.  He had no symptoms associated with the elevated calcium levels and currently he is not taking any calcium supplements.  He is taking vitamin D2 50,000 units monthly, if needed he will be holding that.  We do not want to restart the calcitriol yet because the intact parathyroid hormone is improved with his last lab test it is decreased from 137 down to 110.4 and the calcium level is 10.1 so that has also stabilized.  We will just continue to monitor those levels every three months.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No dyspnea, chest pain or palpitations and no edema.
Medications:  I want to highlight metoprolol he takes 25 mg twice a day.  He is on warfarin for anticoagulation and low dose aspirin 81 mg daily and Synthroid was decreased from 112 mcg daily to 100 mcg daily.  He is on magnesium oxide 400 mg once daily also.
Physical Examination:  Weight is 247 pounds and that is completely unchanged from his previous visit November 3, 2025, pulse is 64 and blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff is 130/80.  His neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular.  No murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender and no edema.
Labs:  The most recent lab studies were done 04/14/2026.  Intact parathyroid hormone was down to 110.4, creatinine is 1.73, estimated GFR was 44, calcium 10.1, albumin 4.2 and phosphorus 2.6.  Electrolytes normal.  Hemoglobin is 14.9 with normal white count and normal platelet levels.
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Assessment and Plan:
1. Chronic kidney disease stage IIIB stable.  We will continue to check labs every three months.
2. Hypertension, currently well controlled.
3. Hyperparathyroidism, currently stable with decreasing intact parathyroid hormone levels and normal calcium levels currently.  The patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
