Dear Dr. Reed:

This is a followup for Mrs. Noah with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension and primary hyperparathyroidism, status post 3/4 glands removed.  Comes accompanied with daughter.  Last visit was in November.  She passed part of the winter in Alabama, developed speech problems and swallowing founded to have a lacunar infarct left thalamus.  You are completing some workup including event monitor and echocardiogram.  No compromise of upper or lower extremity strength.
Review of System:  Other review of system done extensively being negative.  Denies chest pain or palpitations.  No bowel urinary problems.
Present Medications:  Statins, Plavix, remains on Norvasc and Trulicity.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 158 previously 166 and blood pressure at home 130s/60s, here was 150/85.  Dysarthria.  Normal eye movements.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No gross edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 1.44, which is baseline and GFR 37 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Calcium elevated at 10.6.  Normal albumin and phosphorus.  No gross anemia.  Normal white blood cell.  Normal platelets.  Discharge summary from Alabama review abnormalities on the lacunar infarct of the left basal ganglion infarction.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying hypertension.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No phosphorus binders.  Has primary hyperparathyroidism and prior 3/4 glands removed and remains hypercalcemia but not symptomatic.  Next blood test PTH will be done.  No need for EPO treatment.  We discussed about the lacunar infarct.  The importance of aggressive blood pressure control should be at home 130/80 or less, already on maximal dose of Norvasc.  The importance of anti-platelet agents and cholesterol management.  You are finishing workup for echo and event monitor.  Plan to see her back in six months.  All questions answered.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
