Dear Dr. Vashishta:
This is a followup for Kathy with renal transplant.  Last visit in March.  She tripped at home but no loss of consciousness, trauma or focal deficit.  Did not go to the emergency room.  No bleeding.  Significant weight loss from Mounjaro, but she feels better.  Denies vomiting, abdominal pain, diarrhea or bleeding.  Taking transplant medication.  No transplant tenderness.  No urinary symptoms.  No edema or claudication.  Has atrial fibrillation pacemaker.  Follows with Dr. Mohan.  No dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.
Review of System:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Mounjaro, for transplant on Myfortic and tacro.  Presently takes Eliquis for anticoagulation and on Lasix.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 130 and blood pressure 119/72.  Pacemaker rhythm.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  Regular rhythm.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  No ascites.  No edema.  She looks very slender.
Labs:  Chemistries April, normal kidney function.  Creatinine 0.99.  Mild anemia.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  Renal transplant five years ago, underlying diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Normal kidney function.  No progression.  Significant weight loss from Mounjaro.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Tacro is therapeutic.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for binders.  No need to change diet for potassium or bicarbonate replacement.  Continue present regimen.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
