The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: This patient is a 37-year-old African American female has been in treatment for posttraumatic stress disorder and schizoaffective disorder. She reported that she has been doing much better. She was seen by neurologist due to her neuropathy and also for sleep pattern. The doctor is going to put on sleep study but she describes she does not need any sleeping pill anymore. She sleeps normally and feeling quite good and she does not need any sleeping medication. The patient is on a trazodone 100 mg daily therefore it was discontinued and Seroquel was also discontinued. Currently, she is taking Zoloft 50 mg daily, benztropine 0.5 mg b.i.d., Haldol 10 mg b.i.d., Depakote 250 mg twice a day, nicotine 4 mg gum, and also gabapentin 100 mg three times a day. She described that her numbness and tingling in the limbs are improved. She is feeling much better and happy. I appreciate her constant regular compliance and improvement. Risk, benefit, and side effects was explained. Supportive therapy was provided. Encouraged to continue seeing her therapist and prescription for 30 days was sent.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
