Thank you for your continued support.

This is a 44-year-old female who comes for evaluation today. She had a history of pulmonary embolism about six months ago. The patient has been started on Eliquis. She is here for further recommendations. She was last seen in February 24.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of profound intellectual disability and history of autism. She also has history of seizure disorder, diabetes, and then she also had pulmonary embolism.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. History of recent pulmonary embolism and also remote history of pulmonary embolism in past.

2. Seizure disorder. The patient has been on medication.

3. History of profound intellectual disability secondary to congenital hydrocephalus and encephalopathy.

RECOMMENDATIONS: She has been on Eliquis. We should at least give her Eliquis for a total of six months and thereafter evaluate her to see if we need to continue some form of anticoagulation. We also will need to evaluate her for hypercoagulable status so on next visit we could make that decision of whether to continue Eliquis or to switch her to something different. Meanwhile, we will try to see if we can get her hypercoagulable status profile going so in that regard we probably will see her in a month or two once she completes total of six months of Eliquis and then at that time we could do decide after looking at her coagulation profile.
