14. AL, 70-year-old young lady with fever, vomiting, and stomach aches. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Treated with Amoxil everyone happy.

15. WH, 37-year-old male with legs hurting. The patient is suffering from acute psychosis. He is homeless. His white count was 14,000. He took from 8 o’clock in the morning to noontime to find a place. He was able to be placed by Tri-County. His urine tox screen was positive from amphetamines, THC, MDMA. Swab test was negative.
