Dear Dr. Moon:

This is a followup for Mr. Ward with ANCA positive vasculitis and renal failure, prior immunosuppressant treatment in 2018 and 2022.  No hospital emergency room visits.  Chronic nocturia and minor incontinence.  No infection, cloudiness, or blood, but some degree of foaminess.  Weight and appetite stable.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  Denies dyspnea or use of oxygen.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No skin rash or bruises.  No bleeding nose or gums.  No joint tenderness.  No numbness, tingling, or burning.  No chest pain, palpitation, or syncope.  Blood pressure at home apparently normal to low.  Other review of systems negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  He takes Eliquis and amiodarone.  No blood pressure medicine; prior metoprolol discontinued.
Physical Examination:  Today, weight 173 pounds.  Alert and oriented x3.  Mild decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  No severe respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites, tenderness, or masses.  No edema or focal deficits.

Labs: Most recent chemistries, this is from May, creatinine at 2, which is baseline for a GFR 32, stage IIIB.  Electrolyte acid base, nutrition, and phosphorus normal.  Minor decrease of calcium.  For the most part, no anemia.  Positive antimyeloperoxidase low level.

Assessment and Plan:
1. ANCA positive vasculitis.

2. CKD stage IV. Twice treatment with immunosuppressants in 2018 and recently in August 2022.

3. Blood pressure today in the office on the upper side, takes no medication and needs to be followed before we adjust medications.

4. Other chemistries stable.  No evidence of systemic symptoms.  Continue to monitor over time.  Come back in six months or early as needed.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
