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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2003, the patient tells me that he had a traumatic brain injury.  He was in the Persian Gulf.  The patient was in an Aircraft Carrier.  The patient tells me that he was on the aircraft carrier.  He got hit by a weapon pylon.  He tells me that he hit the top of his head.  The patient tells me that he had severe head pain.  He had dizziness.  However, there is no loss of consciousness.  He was seeing spots, but he was able to continue carry his task duties.  The patient tells me that he had headache that day.  Denies any hemiparesis or hemibody sensory changes.
Since this event, the patient had headache.  The patient had blurred vision.  The patient had sensitivity to light and loud sounds.
The patient is currently working for the Navy.  The patient Senior Enlisted Leader.  The patient tells me that the headaches, the blurred vision, sound sensitivity and light sensitivity affecting his job.  The patient has difficulty to focus and concentrate.
It is my opinion that he did not have sustain a traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that incident was not severe enough to cause traumatic head injury.  It is my opinion that it was not severe enough to cause past traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that he has migraine headaches.  He has underlying migraine headaches with sensitivity to light and loud sound.
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
