CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: 90-year-old female with uncontrolled hypertension and irregular heartbeat who has been here for evaluation.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is noted to have history of uncontrolled blood pressure. She has reported palpitations. She apparently had an asymptomatic dysrhythmia recorded. She was noted to have irregular heart rhythm heard at Erb’s point and slightly heard at PMI. The patient was subsequently referred for evaluation. Again, she denies symptoms of chest pain or palpitation currently.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: 
1. Hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
MEDICATIONS:

1. Atorvastatin 10 mg one b.i.d.

2. Hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg one b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Sister died of diabetes and heart disease.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 147/55. Pulse 81. Respiratory rate 18. Height 61”. Weight 137.4 pounds.

Neck: Bilateral bruits right greater than left.

Cardiovascular: Significant for soft systolic murmur at the left parasternal border. 
IMPRESSION:

1. Carotid bruit.

2. Hypertension, uncontrolled.

3. History of dysrhythmia.

4. Hypercholesterolemia.
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PLAN: Echo, EKG, and Holter monitor. Consider carotid duplex. Of note, EKG demonstrated sinus rhythm 77 beats per minute and was otherwise unremarkable. I will see her in follow up following her echo and telemetry monitoring.
