Visual acuity. He counts fingers with no difficulties.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmur. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Conjunctivitis left eye.

2. Hypertension.

3. Erectile dysfunction.

4. BPH.

PLAN: The patient was given the following prescription Cialis `10 mg one p.o daily for 30 days, #30, TobraDex 0.3%/0.1% ophthalmic suspension two drops four times daily for 10 days, #10 mL.
