CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of constipation, urinary incontinence, fatigue, followup for testicular hypofunction, and benign prostatic hypertrophy.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has constipation on and off for past few months. He was at onetime feeling better, but he stopped the MiraLax powder. Now, the patient has constipation almost everyday and he takes milk of magnesia 30 cc as needed with some relief.
The patient has feeling fatigue for past several days and he felt same way when he has testicular hypofunction and currently he is taking testosterone injection 200 mg in 1 mL with 0.4 mL every two weeks as prescribed by endocrinologist. The patient does not have any loss of sleep or snoring.
The patient came today as a followup for urinary incontinence and he has a weak bladder and he has to do self-catheterization three or four times a day and the patient has an appointment to be seen by urologist.
The patient came today as a followup for benign prostatic hyperplasia and he was seen by urologist three months ago and has a followup appointment. The patient does not have any burning urination or change in the urine color.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, fever, cold, cough, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or severe back pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D3 5000 units everyday.
The patient has a history of benign prostatic hypertrophy and he is on dutasteride 0.5 mg once a day and tamsulosin 0.4 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of nasal drip and he is on fluticasone nasal spray one puff twice a day as needed.

The patient has a history of chronic rhinitis and he is on Singulair 10 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on pravastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
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OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or bruits.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft, nontender, and bowel sounds are active. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
