CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of pain in the teeth.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had pain in the teeth on and off and at this time the pain happened two days ago but since then he is better. There is no bleeding upon brushing the teeth and there is no fever or chills and no cough or sputum production.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient also has a history of hypertension and he is on diltiazem 120 mg one tablet a day and losartan 100 mg once a day.
The patient also has diabetes and he is on metformin 500 mg tablet once a day.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Oral examination reveals multiple tooth decay, but there is no gingival abnormality or active bleeding and there is no tenderness at this time.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
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
