CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left and right ear pain and nasal congestion.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has nasal congestion on and off for the last 10 days. He was also feverish. There was no cough or sputum production, but the patient has both ear pain and did not relieve with over-the-counter pain medications.
