CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left ear pain and neck pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was in a party few days ago and after that the patient started having nasal congestion and then started left ear pain. The patient used over-the-counter medication without any relief. The patient also complained of neck pain and it is worse upon exertion and the pain level is 4 or 5.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear discharge, high fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, cough, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or skin rashes.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals left ear dullness of the tympanic membrane suggestive of infection.

Nasal passages are unremarkable.
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissue of the neck especially on the left side and range of movement is limited due to pain.
The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
