HPI: The patient as noted is a 71-year-old male who had a slip and fall from his bed on approximately 05/02/2023. The patient stated that he missed the side rail, slipped from the bed and hit his left side. He was then referred for x-ray of the hips on 05/03/2023. He underwent bilateral x-rays. He was found to have a right-sided femoral neck fracture. Findings included nondisplaced right-sided intertrochanteric femoral neck fracture. The patient had continued with left hip pain and given the fracture noted on the right side, he was referred to Alameda Health Service for further evaluation. He underwent x-rays and further workup at the emergency room. He was found to have a left intertrochanteric fracture, a new 4th rib fracture and old right 5th, 6th, 7th, 8th and 9th rib fractures that were subacute and dated 04/21/2023. The patient was then taken to the OR on 05/05/2023 at which time he underwent open reduction and internal fixation of his fractured left hip. He had subsequently done well.
