CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient has a rash in the right axilla for two weeks, slightly pruritic, increasing in size, unknown cause. Mother thinks it might be brought on by a dress with special ornaments perhaps. No history of psoriasis or atopic dermatitis.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He moved from California for about a month, kindergarten.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: With slightly hypertrophic oval type rash on right axilla extending onto lateral chest approximately 4 to 5 cm x 8 to 10 cm without excoriation, evidence of cellulitis or infection. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Possible tinea infection and possible contact dermatitis.
PLAN: The patient is given Lotrisone cream to use for clearing. Follow up with PCP as necessary and here p.r.n.
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
