CC: Reports of dysphagia and neck pain and leaning to right.
HPI: A 94-year-old with endstage Alzheimer’s disease wheelchair bound with a history of dysphagia and on modified diet seen today in room. It was presented to me and apparently to daughter that the patient was leaning to the right and had significant neck and shoulder pain and right upper extremity pain. However, when I went in, she is sitting upright in her wheelchair which has a headrest and her head was leaning against that. She was alert. When I came in, she said “oh! doctor,” so, she recognized who I was and I told her that I was happy to see her looking so good and she stated “well, I wouldn’t say that. When I asked the patient if she was having pain and she said “well, it depends on what you mean” and so I began palpating first on the right side. She did not have response to palpation of her right neck or shoulder, but did state that it felt kind of uncomfortable when I palpated her right upper arm and then, on the left side, the same comment when I came to palpating her left upper arm, but she was clear eyed, she made eye contact, she was interactive and when I asked if she had difficulty chewing or swallowing her food, she did not really seem to understand what I was referencing.
