CC: New admit.
HPI: An 87-year-old who had previously followed at Rivermont AL admitted here on 05/04/23. She was to have gone to Memory Care; however, the admission person changed that to AL and that is per what the daughter told me this evening. Today, when patient was seen little after lunch time she was sleeping soundly in bed and staff reported that she had not eaten breakfast or lunch and her vital signs were stable and so the assumption that maybe it was all the work of moving etc. catching up with her. This evening the evening nurse came and got me told me that she went to check in on patient. She had not had dinner and I had had two different types of fluids taken to her and had not drunk any of that and continued to sleep soundly. Her vital signs rechecked and her temp was 105 and then I went up and we examined patient recheck of her temp was 101.9. She was still sleeping soundly. She is incontinent. Her brief had been changed prior to my coming up there and nurse reported that the urine was concentrated. She did have a malodor about her consistent with what may be a UTI. The patient did not awaken was not able to give information. After seeing her and given her fever, the decision to send her out was made. Unit nurse contacted daughter/POA Kering Gay and she then informed us that patient had been started on hospice. She was previously on Loving Care Home Health and after she got here she was changed to hospice however the notebook in the room continues to state home health. So, the decision was made to treat patient in-house. I spoke with patient’s daughter/POA Kering Gay and she is in agreement with keeping her here and we discussed hospice and the limitations being presented by Loving Care. My recommendation was to change hospices and she asked for suggestions and I told her who we use here in the building Traditions or Valir. She will contact tomorrow and let the facility know what her decision is. In the interim the facility nurse has ordered ceftriaxone 1 g IM to be given tonight on arrival and then one q.d. for the next three days. A CMP and a CBC was also ordered and she is contacted lab to come out and do stat draw and run and no cath was requested. Loving Care does not do it and stated if she could stand up and urinate they would do dipstick while this patient is not even awake. So, we will continue with care plan as above see how she is tomorrow and in talking with the daughter I told her that the patient would be best served in memory care.
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So the plan will be to move her there. Once she is better from what is currently going on.
