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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Dizziness and vertigo.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 62-year-old female, with chief complaint of dizziness and vertigo.  The patient is having dizziness and vertigo symptoms for the last two months.  The patient tells me that two months ago, the patient was driving in a freeway, and then suddenly the left eye started shaking.
The left eyeball became blurred.  Since then, it comes and goes.  However, it does come on regularly.  The patient went to the emergency room, the patient was diagnosed with “crystals in the ears”.  The patient was started on meclizine.  She tells me that meclizine has not incredibly helping her.  The patient denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

1. Diabetes.

2. High blood pressure.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS

Aspirin 81 mg a day.

ALLERGIES
The patient is allergic to IBUPROFEN and ALLOPURINOL.

SOCIAL HISTORY

The patient is divorced with three children.  The patient works as Sales Advisor for Costco in Livermore.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY
There is no family history of similar medical conditions.

IMPRESSION
Vertigo and dizziness symptoms for the last two months.  The patient also has blurred vision on the left eye. I suspect the patient has an inner ear problem causing dizziness and vertigo symptoms.  She does not have any neurological symptoms such as hemiparesis and hemibody sensory changes.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.
2. The patient tells me that the meclizine is helping the symptoms, however not completely.
3. I also recommend the patient to obtain a brain MRI to evaluate for multiple sclerosis and stroke.

4. I will prescribe the patient scopolamine patch, every 72 hours.

5. I also recommend the patient to see a cardiologist.

6. I will follow up with the patient as well.
