CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen for refills; she states her cardiologist has died.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and also history of idiopathic hypertrophic subaortic stenosis/HCM/IHSS, low thyroid disease and high lipid disease.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Without CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Hypertension, high lipid disease, low thyroid disease, IHSS/HCM.

PLAN: Advised to follow up with labs when she returns. Recommended going to see cardiologist in the near future as soon as possible; Dr. Klem was recommended, with routine followups.
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
