The patient is here for followup for refills of Ozempic and states it is covered by her insurance given a prediabetic.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As before.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She states she has lost 19 pounds while being on Ozempic in the past.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup, obesity, history of prediabetes with low thyroid disease, high lipid disease and high blood pressure.

PLAN: The patient is to continue medications and to continue to see endocrinologist every  six months. To follow up here in three months for refills on Ozempic before she runs out. Advised again to get glucometer, so she can monitor blood sugar from time to time and continue diet and exercise.
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
