The patient is here for refills. He states he is having trouble getting medications filled, given him the 0.25 mg dissolvable tablet and he states most pharmacies have trouble not having a stock and he has to wait for several days to get it. He also states that he does not think it is working as well and still going to Tri-County on a regular basis.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Otherwise uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Guarded affect, but responsive to verbal stimuli with occasional smile without evidence of suicidal or homicidal ideation.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Schizoaffective disorder.

PLAN: Advised to continue routine followups at Tri-County. We will increase dose of clonazepam to 0.5 mg, was told to buy at Cleveland Pharmacy if they have the scored version that he could take one-half to one with refill of medications. Follow up in one month as needed.
