PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Schizoaffective disorder.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory. Still living with mother and taking care of her.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Continues guarded affect and responsive to verbal stimuli with occasional smile. No suicidal or homicidal ideations.

IMPRESSION: Schizoaffective disorder.

PLAN: To continue routine followups at Tri-County. We will refill clonazepam, we will increase dose and called Cleveland Pharmacy and they do have a scored 0.5 mg dose, was advised to take one-half to one tablet every four to six hours as needed with continued followup every month.
