CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of stomachache with diarrhea for the past five days three times.
PRESENT ILLNESS: She states she has history of diarrhea for the past four to five days, four to five times a day. She states that she is at school and not able to get permission to use the bathroom without an emergency okay. She states that she had diarrhea about a month ago for a couple of days with similar symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Otherwise negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She states problems of not being able to use bathroom at school, so stays home and is behind on several school projects. She has been in the 10th grade.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Left upper quadrant tenderness without guarding or rebound. Remainder of abdominal exam is essentially negative. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Possible gastritis viral versus functional diarrhea.
PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Pepto-Bismol and Bentyl tablets to take as needed. Advised to follow up with PCP and to obtain stool specimens if the diarrhea continues for further evaluation.
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
