HPI: A 76-year-old female who is asked to come see after she was found on the ground in her room and bleeding from above her left eye. When I went into her room, staff was with her. She was still lying on the ground. There was significant puffiness of the upper lid left side and a clear horizontal laceration across her left eyebrow and bleeding. The conjunctivae clear. The patient made eye contact with me. I told her, we are just going to send her to the ER to make sure that there was no injury apart from how she felt right now and that the cut that she has may require some attention that can be given in the ER. I reassured her that she would not be in pain, would be safe and return to the facility. She did appear a bit scared. The family was contacted. The patient was sent out via EMSA and has not yet returned.
Advance care planning. Given her advanced directive indicating no heroic measures, physician certification for DNR is signed to honor the patient’s request.
