EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Bilateral ears cannular erythema. No tympanic membrane bulging. Nose: Clear rhinorrhea. Throat: No edema or erythema. Airway is patent.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
