HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has got a corn on his right pinkie toe. He was seen by another doctor and was given clindamycin and was given pain medicine, but he is out and they will not give him any more. He is requesting pain medicine.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, no acute distress noted.

EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions. Focused Right Foot Skin Examination: 2 cm circular hard yellow flat corn noted, blanches to touch.
ASSESSMENT: Corn, pain in the right foot.
PLAN: Upon pulling PMP, it is discovered the patient is a Suboxone patient at another clinic. He just received his Suboxone as well as #120 tramadol from another clinic. Advised the patient that he will not be getting any narcotics in the clinic, but can offer a Toradol shot if he would prefer that, he agreed, stated he did not know whether other narcotics ______ that he did not know and agreed to the Toradol shot and discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up with his Suboxone provider.
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
