PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed. Significant for hypertension, neuropathy and prior stroke. The patient’s history is significant for coronary ablation.
MEDICATIONS: She indicated that she cannot remember the name of her medication. However, she was strongly advised to go to the emergency room.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
FAMILY HISTORY: Significant for hypertension, cancer and coronary artery disease.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 157/98.

Pulse is 82.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

She has left upper extremity drift and left lower extremity drift. She was advised to go immediately to the emergency room. She was offered ambulance service, but she declined. She states family member will take her there. We had a discussion about the importance of safe transportation, she insisted going with her family member.

ASSESSMENT: Left-sided weakness, I suspect CVA.
PLAN: The patient was sent immediately to the emergency room.
