HISTORY: This is a 46-year-old gentleman here with tooth pain. The patient stated this has been going on for two days, but is worse today. He stated he went out eating yesterday, he had some pizza and, after he had pizza, he noticed pain started small, but has gotten bigger today, rated pain 8/10 increased with touch and chewing. Pain is non-radiating. It is located in the regions of #31 and #32.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies neck pain. Denies stiff neck. Denies chills or myalgia. He denies increased temperature.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 96% at room air.

Blood pressure is 125/91.

Pulse is 106.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 96.6.

ORAL EXAM: Teeth #31 and #32 are decayed, discolored and broken with periodontal edema and erythema. The areas are tender to palpation. No fluctuance. No discharge or bleeding.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. The patient’s heart rate is not tachycardic.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Tooth abscess.
2. Tooth pain.
3. Poor oral hygiene.
PLAN: The patient received the following medication in the clinic; Toradol 60 mg IM. He was observed for approximately 15 to 20 minutes after injection, then reevaluated, he indicated that his pain is beginning to ease. He was sent home with the following medications:
1. XYZ mouthwash 80 mL, he will gargle with 20 mL every morning for four days.
2. Amoxicillin 875 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.
3. Tylenol No.3 take one p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain; he was given a total of 12.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
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
