REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 85%. Repeat O2 sat is 82% and repeat O2 sat is 84%.

Blood pressure is 125/70.

Pulse is 80.
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Respirations are 22.

Temperature is 97.3.

RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort although she has no use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

The daughter states she will drive her to the nearest emergency room. They were given the opportunity to ask questions and they stated they have none.
