CHEIF COMPLAINT

Headaches.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient is a 41-year-old male, chief complaint of headaches.  The patient tells me that he has headaches.  The patient also has history of Chiari malformation type I.  The patient also has history posterior fossa decompression on January 10, 2024, for Chiari I malformation.  The patient tells me he continues of headaches mostly in the occipital head pain.  The patient tells me that more on the left than the right.  However, the head pain has been bilaterally.  The patient denies any nausea.  There is no visual loss.  There is no vomiting.  There is no loss of vision.  The headache intensity is 3-4/10.  It is not constant.  There is no hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.
IMPRESSION
1. Chronic headaches.

2. History of Chiari 1 malformation, status post posterior fossa decompression on January 10, 2024.  Currently, the patient does not have any significant nausea or vomiting.  There is no evidence for intracranial pressure on examination.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. We will recommend the patient to start on a trial of Topamax one p.o. q.h.s. to see if that would help the headache. 
2. The patient also passed out two months ago and blacked out.  The patient has sudden loss of consciousness two months ago. I have done an EEG study today.  It was a normal study.  There is no seizure activities on the EEG study.
3. The patient is able to tolerate the Topamax, may increase it to 50 mg every night.  Explained to the patient the common side effects include sleepiness, drowsiness, tingling and numbness in the limbs.
4. Recommend the patient to follow up with the neurologist in two months.  Followup with the headaches and medication.
