Dear Dr. Fritz:

Thank you for referring Mr. Anthony Kennedy for Infectious Diseases evaluation.

As you know, the patient was tested positive for exposure to syphilis and herpes simplex 1 and 2. The patient has no complaints and claims to be celibate at this time. The patient gives a history of being treated for syphilis back in Brooklyn approximately 25 years ago. He was treated with penicillin, but does not remember the dose. He does not recall having any followup exams. At this time, the patient is completely asymptomatic and has no stigmata of the disease such as _______ visual disturbances or rash.

The patient was tested again approximately two months after your visit and the titer is now 1:1. Low-level titers are not unusual in treated syphilis, could indicate inactive or treated disease so called sero-fast.

In view of this, no treatment is indicated at this time and the patient will have a followup examination in three months’ time. He has also been advised to return to your office if any new symptoms develop. His HIV test is negative and he indicates celibacy at this time. He has no symptoms of herpes simplex too, does not require long-term suppression or prophylaxis for this at this time. He has been encouraged to discuss this with you.
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In summary, no treatment is indicated at this time. The patient will have followup visit, his repeat serologies and annual visit with you that includes repeat serologies going forward.
