Dear Dr. Miqbel:

Thank you for referring Ms. Gertrudes Rosales (DOB: 10/16/1963) for Infectious Diseases evaluation.

As you know, the patient was recently discharged from Hoboken University Hospital where she was treated for acute kidney failure.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has past medical history of diabetes, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and gout as well as breast cancer status post bilateral mastectomy with breast reconstruction.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies to medications.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and include metformin 500 mg daily and losartan 50 mg p.o. daily.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not drink or smoke. Works as a medical assistant as a nurse.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, cough, shortness of breath, abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Reveals well-nourished and well-developed female, awake, alert, and oriented x3.
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VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/70, pulse 76, and respiratory rate 18.

HEENT: Head normal. Ears normal.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No masses. No guarding. No rebound.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

IMPRESSION: The patient was recently admitted to Hoboken University Hospital with acute renal and possibility of post-streptococcal glomerulonephritis was entertained. Fortunately, with therapy, her renal failure resolved and returned to baseline. She was treated with IV antibiotic therapy as well as steroids. Presumptively, post-streptococcal glomerulonephritis workup at that time also revealed evidence of Epstein-Barr virus low-level titers; however, this could have been incidental finding.

The patient appears to be doing well. Her blood pressure is controlled. She has no major physical complaints at this time. I have advised her to follow up with you for regular checkup and she will be seeing Dr. Mughni who deserves credit for his excellent care for this patient allowing her to return to normal activity and normal renal function.

Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of your patients.
