Dear Dr. Barber:

Thank you for referring Mr. Derek Wilson for Infectious Diseases evaluation.

As you know, the patient was referred for Infectious Diseases evaluation because of concern for possible STD or has sexually transmitted disease.

At this time, the patient is asymptomatic and has been advised to practice safe sex at all times.

A complete and thorough evaluation was done and no signs of active infection were found.

I am pleased to report that his serology for HIV, hepatitis C and B as well as chlamydia, gonorrhea, and syphilis was negative. The patient did have evidence of previous exposure to herpes simplex type 1, which is quite common and not usually associated with sexually transmitted diseases. He was however negative for herpes simplex type 2 serology and did not suffer from any ongoing symptoms.

The patient has been encouraged to have annual physicals including screening for STD as long as he is sexually active and not celibate. The patient has been encouraged to discuss this with you and will be following up in your office in a short interval.

I want to thank you for allowing me to participate in the care of your patients.
