PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx. Neck: 1+ adenopathy right and left. Chest: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had routine testing which were basically negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Pharyngitis, sinusitis, and upper respiratory infection.
PLAN: On his request, he was given Rocephin and dexamethasone with Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. To follow up as needed and to perform physical exam per PCP.
