HISTORY: This is a 20-year-old female here for followup.
The patient was recently seen on 05/20/2025 for unconsented coitus secondary to disorientation after drinking an unknown substance. On the day of the visit, she had the following tests done: HIV, pregnancy test, chlamydia, gonorrhea and hepatitis A and hepatitis B. On that day, she also received Rocephin IM and was discharged with Plan B and doxycycline. She states she has been taking the doxycycline, but did not take the Plan B because someone told her it has bad side effects.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.
Blood pressure 124/70.
Pulse 62.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEURO: Alert and oriented. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT: Chlamydia infection.
PLAN: Today, we did repeat her hCG because she did not take the Plan B medication. Her hCG repeat is negative. She was strongly encouraged to finish the doxycycline and to return to be retested. She is not going to be returning in about seven days. She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
