The patient was seen for a face-to-face evaluation today 05/23/2024 at 8 a.m. This is an 82-year-old woman seen for a face-to-face evaluation today. She lives at home with her family. She is widowed. She is currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. The patient’s family reports that she has increased bouts of confusion, decreased appetite, weight loss of 2.5 pounds in the past month. She is more confused. She requires total supervision during the day. She is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She also suffers from hypertension, weight loss unavoidable, shortness of breath, chronic pain, muscle weakness, history of chest pain/angina, and increased anxiety. The patient also suffers from chronic diarrhea, which is being treated on a regular basis. The patient has had history of UTI, which is the hallmark of patients with end-stage senile degeneration of the brain. The patient appears to be quite weak, shows deterioration of her condition related to muscle weakness and overall debility. The patient’s blood pressure is better controlled at this time with her medication. Her O2 sats at 94% on room air with a heart rate of 98 and a blood pressure of 130/90. Overall prognosis remains poor for this woman.
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
