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The patient is feeling a lot better. Denied suicidal or homicidal ideation. The patient feels that the auditory hallucinations are slowing down. We had a family meeting. The patient is taking her medication regularly. We are keeping the same dose. She feels that she is sleepy at times. Labs noted. Vitals noted. Discussed with staff. Staff feels that she is slowly coming to the baseline, but still she is very difficult. I had discussed in detail with family meeting with all her three sisters that the patient cannot live alone. She has her own home, but she cannot live alone. She needs some help or we have to move her into assisted living. The patient would like to go into assisted living. Her younger sister and middle sister are going to decide what happens. They are going to decide one spokesperson who will be contacting us.

Mental Status Examination: This is a white female, gave fair eye contact. Speech is goal-directed. Reaction time is increased. Verbal productivity is reduced. The patient has difficulty handling things. Stated mood is sad. Affect is labile, full in range. Appropriate thought content. The patient is oriented x 3.

Plan: At this time, we will continue medication as it is. We will follow.
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
