IDENTIFYING DATA: This is a 73-year-old Arabic female who is speaking Arabic. Her daughter is in the room. The patient came with abdominal pain. The patient has a lot of anxiety and irritability. The patient sees Dr. Haddad. He is keeping her on Seroquel 200 mg three times a day. The patient feels that besides the abdominal pain, she is feeling a lot better. Denied any suicidal or homicidal ideation. The patient has difficulty communicating, but she can understand and daughter understands a little bit of English. There is an interpreter available which I did not use at this time.

PAST PSYCHIATRIC HISTORY: The patient follows Dr. Haddad at this time and as mentioned above, she is on Seroquel 200 mg three times a day.

PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: The patient has one son and one daughter. She migrated from Iraq. She is a widow.

The patient is not working. She did not do any schooling over here.

MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: This is an Arabic female who gave fair eye contact. Speech is slow and goal-directed. Reaction time normal. Verbal productivity is normal. The patient is oriented x 3.
