The patient presents with history of swollen tonsils, lymph nodes, no appetite, fever twice in the past two days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: As above. Sore throat x2 days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Negative other than goes to Mother’s Day Out two days a week.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother states slight rash to skin, slightly pruritic for the past three days as well.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema slightly increased. Neck: 1+ adenopathy without tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits except scarlatiniform rash noted on skin. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep screen is obtained and showed positive strep.
PLAN: The patient is to take azithromycin as requested by mother and caretaker, to follow up if sore throat and rash is not clearing over the next few days as well as see his pediatrician.
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
