CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents in followup, was seen three days ago, now with more croupy type symptoms, no fever, nebulizer is not helping, with history of croup.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is still with cough and now with increase in croupy cough, not helped by nebulizer.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of croup multiple times, last several months ago, treated with racemic epinephrine.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory. Mother is CNA in medical system, has worked at Texas Children’s Hospital in the past. There are some siblings with respiratory problems.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Barking cough without stridor or decreased breath sounds or airway obstruction. Lungs are cleared of wheezing or rales. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
DIAGNOSIS: Croup.

PLAN: Because of history and because of recent visit with negative flu and strep, the patient’s mother was advised to continue nebulizer and humidifier at home, was given a prescription for Pediapred and azithromycin. Advised to take the child to Texas Children’s Hospital if not improved or worsens over the next 12 hours or a day or so. Follow up as needed and to see pediatrician routinely and also as needed.
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
