PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 45.8 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 97.9. Respirations 16. Pulse 87. Blood pressure 101/43.

HEENT: TMs are red bilaterally. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: Positive anterior chain lymphadenopathy noted.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Fever.

2. Strep test is positive.
3. Amoxil 400 mg/5 mL three-fourth of a teaspoon b.i.d. x 7 days.

4. Lots of liquid.
5. No sign of peritonsillar abscess.

6. If develops nausea, vomiting, or other symptoms, the family will call me right away.
