CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of heartburn, premature ejaculation, frequent urination, and poor vision in the left eye.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his heartburn is on and off and he tried to stop omeprazole and acid reflux was recurring since the patient takes omeprazole 20 mg every day along with bland diet.

The patient came today for followup of hypertension and it was unremarkable at home.

The patient complained of premature ejaculation and also frequent urination; however, there was no burning urination and no blood in the urine.

The patient has cataract surgery and his left eye vision is not normal yet and he has a followup appointment.

The patient has cigarette smoking 35 years ago and smoked only for three to four years.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, cough, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 2.5 mg tablet once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has gastritis and he is on omeprazole 20 mg once a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he currently does not work. He never drank alcohol. He is very active otherwise.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no conjunctival abnormality.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no suprapubic tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
