CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sore throat, earache and mild cough.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she noted cough few days ago, which gradually subsiding but she has sore throat without any difficulty swallowing or breathing. The patient also complained of ear pain especially on the right side.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied high fever, chills, exposure to any infection, ear pain, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or skin rashes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for migraine headaches and she is on topiramate 50 mg tablet one-half tablet twice a day and has been seen by neurologist.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single, lives with her parents. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use and she is very active.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant tonsillar enlargement and nasal passages are mildly congested. Tympanic membranes are dull without any perforation.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and obese.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or swelling. There are no rashes.
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
