Thank you for this referral.

This patient is here for a followup for chronic anemia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability, history of GERD, and history of chronic anemia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is in a wheelchair.
Eyes/ENT: Grossly unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. She has a feeding tube.

Extremities: Some muscle wasting.

LABS: WBC 6000, hemoglobin 13.4, hematocrit 42.3, and platelets 207,000.
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DIAGNOSTIC IMPRESSION: Anemia, seems to have resolved.

RECOMMENDATIONS: No specific treatment. We could see her in six months with CBC.
